As you read this letter, Joy and I are somewhere in the States, but
not just to relax. We came for two big events in the lives of two of our
children, Julie and Joey. On May 15, Julie graduates from Liberty
University. Next step? She wishes she knew. God will show her, and
you can pray for her. A week later, on May 23, Joey will be baptized in
our home church in Erie, PA. Rarely do we start our letters talking
about family, but this time is special for us. The underlying blessing in
all of this is to have seen our three children come to faith in Christ--Joey
last July--and then go on to serve Him where they are. We couldn't ask
for a greater blessing in their lives and we give praise to our Lord for
His amazing grace bestowed on our family. To Him be all the glory.

God's witness goes on (read 1 John 5:9)
I f we are like Jesus, a “light to the Gentiles” (Isaiah 42:6), we never know how far that light reaches.

In that same chapter, verse 3, it is said of God's servant (Jesus), that a “bruised reed shall he not break,
and the smoking flax shall he not quench.” Even though it looks as though our witness to French military
is “quenched,” God reminded us on April 23 that HE is still at work in their lives--et encore! Though

Though we didn't have a direct challenge from the Word that
evening, one lady may see more clearly now that the Lord is seeking
her. During the meal we played a game, and the goal was to use a
phrase written on a piece of paper under each one's plate, two of 30
phrases having any reference to God or the Bible. As it turned out, the
lady who Joy is presently working with each Tuesday evening (read -
ing through the Gospel of John in English), found this sentence under

her plate: “Did God create the whole universe?”She said to me after that, “That phrase just had to fall on me,
didn't it?” Pray that she becomes so acutely aware of God's call to her to come to Christ, and that the
witness of the Gospel to these military continues to bring fruit for His glory.

Now and then we experience disappointments, but we never get to the point where we “get
used to it,” as some might say. It appears that our Bible studies, with our Christian baker, has
come to and end (for now), but not our friendship. Prior to his living in France, Jean-Francois lived
in Corsica where he had attended a charismatic church. Through circumstances beyond our control,
he apparently has returned to his charismatic roots, with teachings we don't believe are either
sound or biblical. On the positive side, he continues to be a witness for the Gospel, and I'm prayin g
the Holy Spirit will reveal to Jean-Francois his need for sound doctrine, and that our ministry with
him and his friends might be recovered.

They have many good contacts for Christ with Jews 
there.

3. The Jean Family needs much prayer. Mrs. Jean (77, weak heart, diabetic, and near
total blindness), had one leg amputated below the knee; Mr. Jean is a heavy 
drinker; also pray for their youngest, Patricia. Mrs. Jean had made a profes-
sion of faith last year. One other daughter, Nathalie, is saved and attends our 
church, but is in poor health.

4. Our support is very low now, as six churches have discontinued their support 
of us, due to their finances, but our trust is in the Lord's provision.

As crises and catastrophes occur in quick succession these days, the Lord's coming for us
seems so close. THANK YOU for standing with us here in France as we pray for you to stand for
Christ where you are. We continue to see just how great the witness of the Lord is even in the
midst of the financial and spiritual bankruptcy on a global scale. God bless each one of you in
your witness for the Gospel of Christ.
