Also, pray for servicemen in the area of emotionalis m
that is so prevalent in Christianity today. The challenge is to teach them how the Word of God is
the touchtone of ultimate reality and not just feelings and personal experience.

They help Amy with meals; they build relationships with servicemen; they help wash dishes; and
they help keep things clean.
